Slimy Cell Models

Your job is to build a model of a cell using a ziplock bag, PVA slime, and other objects. Decide whether to make a plant cell or an animal cell. Your model cell needs to: 

1. include all the parts listed below using a different object to represent each part

2. include a “key” showing what you used to represent that part 

3. the “key” should also explain why you chose that object to represent that part 

Animal cells should include:

· Cell membrane - ziplock bag

· Cytoplasm - slime

· Nucleus

· DNA

· Ribosome

· Golgi apparatus

· Endoplasmic reticulum 

· Lysosome

· Mitochondria

Plant cells should include all of the above PLUS:

· Cell wall - strawberry basket

· Chloroplast

· Vacuole
