2) Draw blue arrows along the creek sowing the direction that water flows.

3) Identify the elevation of the following features. Write its elevation beside your label. 

a. Archway School

b. Mosswood Park

c. Cemetery Pond

d. Our restoration site at Glen Echo Creek

e. Lake Merritt

f. Mouth of Glen Echo Creek where it meets San Antonio Creek

4) Identify 10-15 hills or ridges on the map. Draw a green “X” on top of each of these hills or ridges. 

5) Imagine a drop of rain falls on each hilltop you just marked. Where will the raindrop go? If water from that hilltop could find its way into Glen Echo Creek, draw a circle around the “X” on that hilltop. If water from that hilltop cannot  find its way into Glen Echo Creek, leave it blank. Remember, water will always run downhill.

6) Look at the circled “X”s. Starting at the circled “X” nearest the mouth of our creek, connect the dots between the X’s until you have drawn a “U” shape all the way around the creek.

7) Lightly shade this area in yellow. (This is the Glen Echo Creek watershed!).
